Scripture StickersTM are manufactured to be as thin as possible.  This allows your scriptures to hold 
hundreds of stickers without getting noticeably thicker.  Because the sticker is so thin it is important to 
remove it from the sticker page slowly and carefully.  If for any reason the sticker should begin to tear,  
stop immediately and remove it from the opposite side.  If the cut around the sticker is insufficient for 
easy removal, use scissors to cut around the sticker.
